What You Get with the
Cowboy Carnival!
The cost of renting all of the equipment we provide, plus the man-hours to set up and assemble, would make it impossible for most churches to have a carnival of this caliber.
We have 18 booths for our Midway style Cowboy Carnival games. This type of booth rents for $50 each at rental stores.  We also have a 30x50’ obstacle course that would rent for $500 a day, a 15x15’ inflatable bounce house that would rent for $150, a gospel train that would rent for $250, a mechanical bull that cost $500 to rent, and a cowboy shower that would run from $200 and up.

Coming to a grand total of $2500!
Prizes 

All prizes will be the sole responsibility of the church.  A candy prize is easiest, and least expensive.  Your people donate the candy.  (You need to start your candy collection drive at least one month in advance).  Challenge your people to bring one or two bags of candy in at each service.

You will need approx. one-half pound of candy per person expected.  Ex. 1000 people= 500 lbs. of candy.  Adults love to play the games so be sure to have enough candy for them also.  If candy is used, there is no need for tickets taken at the individual booths.  Be sure to remind your people that chocolate melts in the sun; stick with hard candy and gum.  (Caution your workers never to leave a box of candy unguarded.)  Do not let the children choose their own candy, you hand it to them.
The second type of a prize is a toy, trinkets, stuffed animals, and novelty prizes.  You will need three levels of prizes at each booth (small, medium, and large).  Or you may choose to setup a General Store and give the children tickets if they win to spend at the store.
What the Cowboy Carnival

Will Cost You
Cowboy Carnivals for Christ is a faith based ministry.  We believe God will supply our needs through Baptist Churches and Christian people.  We do not set any price for coming to help your church.  We simply ask that you prepare your church ahead of time to give a good love offering, considering that your church will be covering my family’s weekly financial needs, (A reasonable salary for myself and my wife for each week we are with you, the offering you give is our weekly income) as well as covering our traveling expenses to your church.  These are necessary expenses for us to continue to operate our ministry.  I will send you a travel expense statement ahead of time.  Since our ministry is a Faith Based Ministry, we ask that you send us the expense check at least four weeks prior to our trip.  This would be very much appreciated.  If for some reason you decide to cancel the date, please give at least six weeks notice so I can reschedule with another church.  

We also will need meals while we are with you.  To reduce the cost on you, you may want to have members bring us a meal each day, or you can give $25 per day and we will buy groceries while we are there.  We have a motor home, and will need some type of electric and water hook-ups.

If you do not already support Round Up Ministries, we also ask that you seriously pray about taking our family on as a monthly missions support project.  Our ministry has been blessed of the Lord, we have seen many families saved and added to the local church.  We serve churches and believe that the Lord will use these same churches to meet our family’s physical needs.  Seriously consider adding our ministry to your list of missionaries.  Supporting churches allow us to continue ministering to smaller churches and maintain our family’s cost of living.  Please allow God to lead you in this area.  You will then reap the great results that God is giving us each and every week!

Do I have 10 to 15 people ready to help set up the carnival?

Do I have at least 60 cans of inexpensive pop for the Rodeo Ring Toss?  (This game can also use the traditional amount of a candy prize if you don’t wish to purchase enough pop to give away.)

Do I have a bag for each person in attendance?  (Brown paper lunch bags or perhaps Wal-Mart will donate a case of bags.)

Do I have plenty of concessions to adequately cover the crowd expected?  (Please have water available to be given out free of charge.)

Concessions

Each church is encouraged to provide a concession stand or table for the Carnival.  This can be as simple as a few trash cans with iced down colas and cookies, or popcorn.  You may want to charge for these items.  It helps to recover some of the costs for the church, and people are used to and prepared to pay for concessions at any Carnival style event, or you may want to use it as a fund raiser for your Christian School or youth group.  Some churches are more adventurous and go as far as making hot dogs, hamburgers, nachos and chips.  Whatever you wish to do is fine.
